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To release cover remove security screw from
under the hinge and then insert 5mm blade
screwdriver and twist. Use small blade screw
\driver to release cover caps.

To adjust lateral posit
screw a 1/4 turn. Then use the adjustment screw
to adjust up to 5mm in either direction. Finally
\lighten lock screw.

Height adjustment: Using a 4mm hex key turn the
screw down to lift the hinge by up to 5mm.
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Compression adjustment: Push out hinge pin
and turn to alter compression.
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The sash can be removed and fitted when in an
open position by lifting or lowering the sash

assembly onto the frame datum.
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Alternatively the sash can be removed and fitted
